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Ringturm adorned with Laszl6 Fehér’s “Society*

Unveiling ceremony attended by Hungarian PM Viktor Orban and
Austrian Chancellor Werner Faymann

The transformation of the Ringturm into an “Art Tower” was celebrated on the 20th floor of the tower
on Tuesday, 12 June. Federal Chancellor Werner Faymann and Hungarian Prime Minister Viktor
Orban visited the Vienna Insurance Group’s headquarters to acclaim the official unveiling of Laszl6
Fehér’s work, “Society”, which envelops the tower.

Austrian Chancellor Werner Faymann highlighted the importance of economic cooperation and the
long tradition of close ties between the two neighbouring countries, and thanked Hungarian artist
Laszlé Fehér for his contribution to continued cultural exchange in creating the latest artwork to cover
the Ringturm.

A large number of guests from the worlds of culture, business and politics attended the celebration
alongside the two heads of government, at the invitation of Glinter Geyer, Chairman of the
Managing Board of Wiener Stadtische Versicherungsverein, the main shareholder of Vienna

Cross-border cultural exchange

“Fehér's commission is a reflection of the Group’s dedication to promoting cross-border cultural
exchange. It is also intended to underline our close links with the whole of Central and Eastern
Europe. His work is an expression of friendship and togetherness — values that are central to us as
insurers,” commented Glinter Geyer, Chairman of the Managing Board of Wiener Stadtische
Versicherungsverein.

This is the fifth time that the Ringturm has been artistically decorated, and the first time that an artist
from one of Austria’s neighbouring countries has been commissioned to produce an exclusive work
for the tower’s transformation. Laszlé Fehér is one of the most important exponents of Hungarian
contemporary art.
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Laszl6 Fehér on his work: “The Ringturm seems to embody the history of the last 60 years. In
creating the work, | have attempted to find an abstract formal system that could characterise any
decade from the 1950s to the 1990s and is also relevant to the present day. The figures represented
in “Society” are permeated by light, air and the historical background — chiefly of Central and Eastern
Europe — in which they exist. The robust architecture of the Ringturm provides the geometric
foundation for this motif. My feeling is that this dreamlike, but nonetheless real composition
complements the aura of calm projected by the Ringturm.”
